Nicholas
Sticky Note
Grandfather of James Abbott, founder of Abbottabad (Pakistan) where Osma Bin Laden was killed. Author of a poem of the same name.

Jasper's daughter Mary married Gabriel Chasseaud, Bartholomew's stepson.

Nicholas
Oval
Known as "Of Angora (Ankara) and Salonica".
A merchant.
Married "A Greek Lady, Widow of Chasseaud".  No first name or maiden name known.
The widow's son, Gabriel Chasseaud, married Bartholomew's niece, Mary, daughter of Jasper.

Nicholas
Sticky Note
First Abbott recorded as connected to Ottoman Empire.  Described as a merchant in London and Galata (Constantinople).

Nicholas
Sticky Note
Died in Constantinople 1768.
Wife is not named but is described as "A Greek Lady".
2 additional sons and 2 additional daughters are known to have existed and died young but no names and dates are known.
